In times of crisis, the quality of institutions, which are the basic construct of politics, is of particular
importance for the functioning of state systems. They determine the sustainability and emergence of the
political system, its ability to withstand external and internal challenges, and ensure the functioning of the
state in specific regime conditions. Institutional uncertainty is the result of deformation of political and
managerial practices caused by internal and external factors and implies situations where actors do not
have a stable institutional structure and traditions of behavior, and do not find a compromise on political
and behavioral procedures. The article attempts to identify the common causes of institutional uncertainty
depending on the regime characteristics of political systems and, using Ukraine as an example, to analyze
the factors that ensured the preservation of its sovereignty and functioning in the face of external
aggression. In different political systems, institutions have different opportunities for access to power and
influence on government decision-making. The quality of institutions is an important indicator of a political
system. Regime characteristics can amplify or offset the effects of various factors that cause institutional
uncertainty. The Ukrainian political system before the invasion of the Russian Federation demonstrated
uneven quality of institutions: from low regulatory performance and corruption to positive changes related
to reforms and the development of civil society. These changes allowed the system to remain functioning
during the war and withstand external challenges. However, institutional "traps" that result from the
system's internal operations and past traditions still affect the quality of institutions and the level of
efficiency of the public policy model. These traps include the spontaneity and inconsistency of creating a
new governance framework, which impedes the continuation of the movement towards full-fledged
democracy. The war in Ukraine has introduced new challenges, including restrictions on the publicity of
political processes and actors, which may lead to limited democracy in the future.

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Priamukhina N., Samoilenko L. Adaptation of the state budget of Ukraine to the conditions of war

The war that has been going on in Ukraine since 2014 has created unprecedented challenges for the
country's public finances. Changes in the political situation and new challenges require changes in the
approach to the redistribution of funds from budgets of all levels to reduce the negative impact on
economic and social life in the country. Effective budget management in times of war has become one of the
key tasks of the government, as ensuring the state's defense capability and maintaining economic stability
require significant financial resources. The forced increase in the State Budget expenditures on defense
simulated a revision of the priorities for financing such items as education, healthcare, social security and
financing of general government functions, including public debt service. The article states that in times of
war, our state is forced to cover the lack of funding for the war at the expense of other items of expenditure;
the forced increase in the State Budget expenditures on defense simulates a revision of the priorities for
funding such items as education, healthcare, social security and financing of general government functions,
including public debt service. Separate mention is made of the state budget expenditures for creating
conditions for the formation of the economic component of Ukrainian society, enhancing the competitive
economy, creating new enterprises and conditions for the development of small and medium-sized
businesses. The State budget, as a central element of the economic policy of any country, involves the
application of a systematic approach to the creation of adaptive management technologies. The article
considers the peculiarities of budgeting in developed countries, in particular, in terms of defense capability.
Special attention in the article is focused on the substantiation of the priority vectors of the State Budget
formation during the war in Ukraine.

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DEVIANT STATE IN THE CONTEXT OF THE ANTI-TORTURE POLICY

The paper is focused on the scope, limits, and consequences of contemporary anti-torture policies,
shaped and implemented at both national and international levels. This research put a new critical view on
the agenda, a view about the future of anti-torture policy in Europe, where the State deals as a deviant. The
author tries to shape his view of the future of torture prevention and highlight the challenges that are
already on the agenda of the national governments. The author argues that the economic problems of the
State cannot in any case justify inhuman conditions of detention. It is stressed that the State must be the
only actor responsible for any acts of torture and other forms of ill-treatment in places of detention, even
those committed by private individuals. The author stresses that the prohibition of torture and other forms
of ill-treatment is absolute. However, the author distinguishes absolutisation of the scope of the prohibition
of torture from absolutisation of the means of the prohibition of torture. The author applies the Foucault's
concept concerning the real preconditions of the abolition of torture as a tool of criminal investigation and
form of punishment. Contemporary States should be evaluated in the system of coordinates of the mixture of
the following open and hidden policies: 1) a policy of stigmatising of every violent act as “torture” or “ill-
treatment”’; 2) a policy of maximal spreading of anti-torture restrictions; 3) a policy of permanent hidden
(sometimes — open) use of torture and ill-treatment; 4) a policy of supporting of spreading of torture (for
example, the existence of prison violence and especially prison gangs in contemporary prisons). In the
paper, the author identifies the problem of conceptual contradiction between Article 3 and Article 6 of the
ECHR. In the author’s opinion, a danger exists that the presumption of innocence, under several
circumstances, is in danger of being transformed into the hidden tool of the release of the State from its
responsibility for torture committed both by its agents or private individuals in the places of detention. The
author argues about a circle of incarceration and, in fact, planned victimisation of citizens in the context of
the anti-torture policy. More demands for “security” mean more inmates and other individuals under
punitive and semi-punitive control of the State. More inmates mean less prison beds, less food, and less
resources per a prisoner. More inmates mean more corruption in closed institutions, more institutional
subculture, informal institutional hierarchies, and violence. More inmates mean more ill-treatment in
places of detention. At the same time, more inmates mean planned victimisation of the State in the context
of its anti-torture policy. In other words, deviantisation of citizens leads to the deviantisation of the State in
the context of its anti-torture policy. In the paper, the author identifies the problem of absolutisation of the
scope of the prohibition of torture, while the States failed to deal with even lesser “volumes” of torture and
other forms of ill-treatment in closed establishments and even in a free society. In parallel, attempts by the
State to shape a ‘safer and securer society’ stimulate a bigger incarceration, which, in turn, leads to not
obeying the standards of ill-treatment prevention by the States, even on the minimal level. Finally, the
author also presents and analyses a definition of auto-deviantisation. The author argues about auto-
deviantisation of the state in the context of the declared anti-torture policy.

This paper is about the scope, limits, and consequences of contemporary anti-torture policies, shaped and
implemented at both national and international levels. This research aims at putting a new critical view on
the agenda, a view about the future of anti-torture policy in Europe, where the State deals as a deviant.

Why should we define the contemporary State as a deviant one in the context of the national anti-torture
policy? This issue is discussed in this paper, where the author tries to shape his view of the future of torture
prevention and highlight the challenges that are already on the agenda of the national governments.
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The first and main brick in this political and legal construction is of an economic nature. It is concerned
with the well-known thesis that only the State is responsible for the proper management and protection of
human rights in prisons and other places of detention on its territory. This idea is clearly reflected in numerous
judgments of the European Court of Human Rights (hereafter — the ECtHR) as well as in the reports of the
European Committee for the Prevention of Torture (hereafter — the CPT).

The ECtHR states that the economic problems of the State cannot in any case justify certain conditions
of detention that are incompatible with the requirements of Article 3 of the European Convention on Human
Rights (Aliev v. Ukraine, Para 151). The lack of prison staff does not relieve the State of its obligation to
take care of the welfare of inmates in prisons (Rodic and Others v. Bosnia and Herzegovina, Paras 17, 31,
71). High crime rates, a lack of resources, or other structural problems are not circumstances that exclude or
diminish the responsibility of the State for inadequate conditions of detention. The State has the obligation to
manage its prison system in such a way that the functioning of the prison system does not lead to such
conditions, regardless of financial or technical difficulties (Neshkov and Others v. Bulgaria, Para 229;
Mursié v. Croatia [GC], Para 99).

The same idea is reflected in more specific cases of the ECtHR that are focused, for example, on the food
supply issues. As the ECtHR rules, a failure to provide dietary food to a prisoner considering his health
condition cannot be justified by the economic difficulties of the national authorities (Ebedin Abi v. Turkey,
Paras 31-54).

In light of the Mediterranean migration crisis, the ECtHR stated that the States whose territories form
the external borders of the European Union were experiencing significant difficulties in dealing with the
growing influx of migrants and asylum seekers. The burden and pressure that this situation imposes on the
States concerned should not be underestimated, and it is even more difficult in the current economic crisis.
The ECtHR is more than aware of the difficulties associated with the phenomenon of migration by sea, which
further complicates the border management of states in Southern Europe. However, given the absolute nature
of the rights guaranteed by Article 3 of the European Convention on Human Rights (hereafter — the ECHR),
this does not relieve the State of its obligations under this provision (Hirsi Jamaa and Others v. Italy, Para
122).

The same approach was developed by the CPT, which declares that it is aware that in periods of economic
difficulties — such as those encountered today in many countries — sacrifices must be made, including in
places of detention. However, regardless of the difficulties faced at any given time, the act of depriving a
person of his liberty always entails a duty of care, which calls for effective methods of prevention, screening,
and treatment. Compliance with this duty by public authorities is even more important when it is a question
of care required to treat life-threatening diseases (11th General Report on the CPT's activities covering the
period 1 January to 31 December 2000, 3 September 2001, Para 31).

Therefore, the above principle is correct and legitimate: the State must be the only actor responsible for
any acts of torture and other forms of ill-treatment in places of detention, even those committed by private
individuals.

It is a well-known statement that the prohibition of torture and other forms of ill-treatment is absolute.
In light of the well-established ECtHR case law, Article 3 of the ECHR constitutes one of the fundamental
values of a democratic society. It categorically prohibits — without any exceptions — torture, inhuman or
degrading treatment or punishment, regardless of the circumstances or behavior of the victim (Bekos and
Koutropoulos v. Greece, Para 45; Buglov v. Ukraine, Para 68; Chember v. Russia, Para 48; Cobzaru v.
Romania, Para 60, Davydov and Others v. Ukraine, Para 262; Dordevi¢ v. Croatia, Para 137; Dybeku v.
Albania, Para 35; Egmez v. Cyprus, Para 77; Enea v. Italy [GC], Para 55; Feilazoo v. Malta, Para 80;
Gorbatenko v. Ukraine, Para 105; Hristozov and Others v. Bulgaria, Para 110; Idalov v. Russia [GC], Para
91; Iwanczukv. Poland, Para 49; Jalloh v. Germany [GC], Para 99; Kapustyakv. Ukraine, Para 58; Karabet
and Others v. Ukraine, Para 297; Khachaturov v. Armenia, Para 81; Khokhlich v. Ukraine, Para 162; Kobets
v. Ukraine, Para 40; Korobov v. Ukraine, Para 63; Kozinets v. Ukraine, Para 51; Krastanov v. Bulgaria,
Para 51; Kucheruk v. Ukraine, Para 131, Kudta v. Poland [GC], Para 90; Labita v. Italy [GC], Para 119;
Lorsé and Others v. the Netherlands, Para 58; Lunev v. Ukraine, Para 90; Lutsenko v. Ukraine (Ne 2), Para
115; Margus v. Croatia [GC], Para 124, Mehmet Eren v. Turkey, Para 33; Melnik v. Ukraine, Para 92;
Mocanu and Others v. Romania [GC], Para 315; Moiseyev v. Russia, Para 121; Mursié¢ v. Croatia, Para 48;
Naumenko v. Ukraine, Para 108; Nazarenko v. Ukraine, Para 124).

Having observed these fundamental statements from the ECtHR case law, we can crystallise the main
idea, which is the idea of absolutisation of the scope of the prohibition of torture.
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Additionally, the second part of the Article 1 of the UN Convention against Torture and Other Cruel,
Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (hereafter —the UN Convention) contains a critical provision
that relates to the mentioned above absolutisation of the scope: “This article is without prejudice to any
international instrument or national legislation that does or may contain provisions of wider application”. In
fact, the UN Convention calls for a wider absolutisation of the prohibition of torture, putting an additional
burden on the States around the absolutisation.

At the same time, the ECtHR case law contains a message on absolutisation of the means of the
prohibition of torture: the object and purpose of the ECHR as an instrument for the protection of individuals
requires that its provisions be interpreted and applied in such a way that its guarantees are practical and
effective (Margus v. Croatia [GC], Para 127).

Here, we come to one of the main issues in our paper, which is concerned with the question, "What is
torture?”, and why it creates an atmosphere of deviancy for the State.

At the first glance, the first question and the answer to this question seem too simple. Indeed, there are
corresponding definitions in international arts and national criminal codes. Moreover, the question about the
State’s deviancy seems to lie behind the rational limits.

However, the UN Convention and national criminal codes rely on the most brutal and terrible examples
of ill-treatment: “For the purposes of this Convention, the term “torture” means any act by which severe pain
or suffering, whether physical or mental, is intentionally inflicted on a person for such purposes as obtaining
from him or third-person information or a confession, punishing him for an act he or a third person has
committed or is suspected of having committed, or intimidating or coercing him or a third person, or for any
reason based on discrimination of any kind, when such pain or suffering is inflicted by or at the instigation
of or with the consent or acquiescence of a public official or other person acting in an official capacity”.

At the same time, Article 3 of the ECHR is limited to a laconic statement that “no one shall be subjected
to torture or to inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment”. Nevertheless, such brevity in terminology
does not lead to brevity in application. Moreover, the European concept of torture and other forms of ill-
treatment has faced profound transformations in the last decades, aimed at absolutisation of both the scope
and means of the prohibition of torture.

In many papers, scholars try to shape a classification of different forms of torture and ill-treatment.
However, in our opinion, it would be impossible to count all possible manifestations of ill-treatment and,
consequently, to shape an “anti-torture criminal code”. First, such an approach restricts the State’s actions
against those acts that have the nature of torture and other forms of ill-treatment. Second, such an approach
would deepen the permanent deviant status of the State. Third, the nature of human behaviour as well as
social and technological development leave no chance for a ‘closed’ list of the forms of torture and other
forms of ill-treatment.

However, shaping its case law, the ECtHR tried to draw a difference between torture and other forms of
ill-treatment. Maybe one of the brightest examples could be the discussion within the Irish Case, where the
ECtHR put on the agenda a question: to determine whether these five methods should also be qualified as
torture, the Court considered the distinction between the concept of torture and the concept of inhuman or
degrading treatment laid down in Article 3 of the Convention. This difference mainly stems from the
difference in the severity of the suffering caused (Ireland v. the UK, Para 167).

According to the Court, torture constitutes an aggravated and intentional form of cruel, inhuman, or
degrading treatment or punishment (lreland v. the UK, Para 167). Torture is inhuman treatment inflicted
intentionally and causing a very serious and severe suffering (lreland v. the UK, Para 167). Inhuman
treatment or punishment involves the infliction of severe physical or mental suffering (Ireland v. the UK,
Para 167).

In the Irish Case, although the “five methods” used in combination undoubtedly amounted to inhuman
and degrading treatment, although their purpose was to extract confessions, names of others, and/or
information, and although they were applied systematically, they did not cause suffering from the severity
and cruelty that is included in this understanding of the word “torture” (Ireland v. the UK, Para 167).
Consequently, the use of the “five methods” amounted to inhumane and degrading treatment in violation of
Article 3 of the ECHR (Ireland v. the UK, Para 167).

The same conclusions were drawn in other ECtHR cases where the Court was stated that the distinction
between “torture” and “inhuman or degrading treatment” was implemented to denote a particular level of
cruelty of intentional inhuman treatment resulting in severe and deep suffering (EI-Masri v. the FYRM [GC],
Para 197; Bati and Others v. Turkey, Para 116; Kozinets v. Ukraine, Para 51; Kobets v. Ukraine, Para 40).
Torture was defined as intentional inhuman treatment causing a very serious and inhuman suffering (Egmez
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v. Cyprus, Paras 76-79).

In some cases, the ECtHR relies on the UN Convention: “In addition to the severity of the treatment, the
purpose of such treatment is also a sign of torture, as set out in the UN Convention. Thus, Article 1 of this
Convention defines torture as the intentional infliction of severe pain or suffering to obtain information,
punish or intimidate, among other things” (El-Masri v. the FYRM [GC], Para 197; Aleksakhin v. Ukraine,
Para 50; Akkog v. Turkey, Para 115).

Moreover, there are cases in the ECtHR case law where the treatment could only be defined as torture
(Bati and Others v. Turkey, Para 121; Selmouni v. France [GC], Para 105; Dikme v. Turkey, Paras 94-96;
Aydin v. Turkey [GC], Paras 83-86; Aksoy v. Turkey, Para 64).

The Court found a violation of Article 3 of the Convention in the following cases: repeated caning (A. v.
the UK, Para 21); severe neglect and ill-treatment over several years (Z. and Others v. the UK [GC], Paras
11-36, 40, 74; beatings with wooden boards, which caused multiple fractures of the ribs (Seci¢ v. Croatia,
Paras 8, 11, 51); an anal fissure caused by an attack by several persons in very horrific circumstances (Nikolay
Dimitrov v. Bulgaria, Paras 9, 70).

The application of electric shock to a person is a severe form of ill-treatment capable of causing severe
pain and unbearable suffering and therefore should be considered torture, even if it does not lead to any long-
term health problems (Polonskiy v. Russia, Paras 7, 9, 103, 110, 122, 124; Nechiporuk and Yonkalo v.
Ukraine, Paras 157, 159; Buzilov v. Moldova, Para 32; Zhyzitskyy v. Ukraine, Para 43; Badalyan v.
Azerbaijan, Para 7).

Questioning of the prisoner of war with the use of severe physical violence, beating, and noise impact
for the aims of obtaining the information that led to serious mental disorder also constituted a form of torture
(Badalyan v. Azerbaijan, Para 7).

As far as sexual violence is concerned, all accidents of rape, as the ECtHR stated, always constitute
torture (Yuriy Illarionovich Shchokin v. Ukraine, Para 51). In Aydin Case, the totality of the acts of physical
and mental violence inflicted on the applicant, and in particular the brutal rape to which she was subjected,
amounted to torture in breach of Article 3 of the ECHR. The ECtHR would have reached such a conclusion
on any of these grounds taken separately (Aydin v. Turkey, Para 86). Correspondingly, torture is also
systematic sexual violence over a long period of time (D.P. and J.C. v. the UK, Paras 66-74), or severe sexual
and physical violence over a prolonged period (E. and Others v. the UK, Paras 43, 89), or a repeated rape
(M.C. v. Bulgaria, Paras 16-21, 30, 153).

So, in the cases of rape, sexual violence, electric shock and falaka, it is obvious that such and/or similar
violent practices constitute a form of torture, not simple ill-treatment. However, the ECtHR case law tends
to widen its evaluation of different acts of physical and psychological violence.

For example, discrimination on the grounds of race may constitute degrading treatment within the
meaning of Article 3 of the ECHR (Burlya and Others v. Ukraine, Para 121; East African Asians v. the UK,
Para 207).

Failure to adequately protect children and other socially vulnerable groups from ill-treatment of which
the authorities knew or should have known constitutes a form of ill-treatment (O 'Keeffe v. Ireland [GC],
Para 144, Z. and Others v. the UK, Para 73; E. and Others v. the UK).

Failure to effectively investigate alleged death threats against a victim of sexual violence also constitutes
a form of ill-treatment (J.1. v. Croatia).

The stay of a disabled person in a room without proper equipment constitutes a form of ill-treatment
(Centre for Legal Resources on behalf of Valentin Campeanu v. Romania [GC], Para 131; Price v. the UK,
Para 30).

An enforced disappearance of a person or the neglecting attitude of the investigating authorities toward
the family members of the disappeared person may raise the question of a violation of Article 3 of the ECHR
in relation to the close relatives of the disappeared person (Zhebrailova and Others v. Russia, Para 63;
Babusheva and Others v. Russia, Para 108; Karimov and Others v. Russia, Para 124; Bazorkina v. Russia,
Para 139; Orhan v. Turkey, Para 358; Gongadze v. Ukraine, Para 186; Takhayeva and Others v. Russia,
Para 103).

Desecration of corpses may constitute a violation of Article 3 of the ECHR (Akpinar and Altun v. Turkey,
Para 83; Kanlibas v. Turkey, Cangdz and Others v. Turkey, Paras 158-168). The same can be said about the
impossibility of burying relatives (Khadzhialiyev and Others v. Russia, Para 121) and about the removal of
organs from the deceased without the consent of relatives (Elberte v. Latvia, Paras 141-143).

The destruction of the victim’s house or property by agents of the state during a police operation
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constitutes inhumane treatment (Dulas v. Turkey, Paras 54-56, Selcuk and Asker v. Turkey, Paras 77-18).

Even an imposition of excessively harsh punishment and grossly disproportionate sentence may be
qualified as ill-treatment at the time of its imposition (Steven Willcox and Scott Hurford v. the UK (dec.),
Para 74).

The case of Bouyid v. Belgium [GC] could also reflect the problem. In the light of this important Great
Chamber’s judgment, for the purposes of torture prevention, it is not enough for the police officer to be a
law-abiding and professional one. He/she must be patient. He/she must not only avoid causing pain.
Furthermore, he/she must bear the pain of the brutal or immoral behaviour of the detained suspect. Otherwise,
he/she is at risk of “giving” ill-treatment to a detained person under his/her control.

It is not even discussed that the prohibition of torture and other forms of ill-treatment is absolute. At the
same time, the trend of absolutisation of the absolute prohibition of torture and other forms of ill-treatment
can play an ironical role in the protection of human rights in places of detention.

Here, we should mention those actors who make the State evolve in — in line with the academic
terminology of this paper — the “deviant” way.

The paper is of a universal nature. However, the main emphasis is on the European states and the
corresponding European system of torture prevention established within the Council of Europe.

The CPT demonstrates the important positive trend of increasing the scope of its standards for the places
of detention. Since it was established, it has undergone a profound transformation. Now, it is a unique
mechanism of human rights protection and prevention of torture and other forms of ill-treatment in Europe
committed by the States’ agents and — to a little extent — private individuals.

On the other hand, both the CPT and the ECtHR demonstrate a trend to apply Article 3 of the ECHR to
cases of torture and ill-treatment committed by non-governmental actors and private individuals (here, one
of the brightest examples could be the problem of prison violence and the informal prison hierarchies in
prisons). All their activities are permanently increasing the burden put on States in the area of torture
prevention.

In line with Article 1 of the European Convention for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman or
Degrading Treatment or Punishment, the CPT acts as a purely preventive body aimed at highlighting the
preconditions, facts, and consequences of inadequate public policies for the management of places of
detention. As the CPT stated, unlike the ECtHR, the CPT is not a judicial body authorised to resolve legal
disputes regarding alleged breaches of contractual obligations (i.e., to resolve complaints ex post facto). The
CPT is primarily a mechanism designed to prevent ill-treatment, although in special cases it may also
intervene after a certain event has occurred. Thus, if the ECtHR activities aimed at “conflict resolution” at
the legal level, the CPT activities aimed at “conflict avoidance” at the practical level (Report of the CPT on
the visit to Cyprus carried out by the CPT from 2 to 9 November 1992, Preface, P. 6.).

However, having analysed the CPT reports, one can conclude that, by placing individual cases in the
reports and demanding national authorities provide detailed information on individual investigations, the CPT
occupies a special place as an instrument of stimulation of pre-trial anti-torture investigations on the national
level.

Therefore, the statement about the unique role of the CPT is not a declaration. It represents a big piece
of activity and attempts by all interested actors to develop a permanent “watchdog” — for someone sometimes
bureaucratic, sometimes inflexible — but with no doubt — effective, perspective, and oriented for the future.
For several decades, the CPT has established an effective system for preventing ill-treatment.

However, by taking this progress for granted, the CPT also established another side of its prominent
success. Here, we must stress that this side is not negative. It is just another side that is hidden from the public
agenda.

The attempts of the members of the Council of Europe and European Union to eliminate torture in their
places of detention should be widely supported. On the other hand, for example, the problem of violence in
prisons and other places of detention seems to be far from solved, although we must admit that the situation
in Europe (Russia is not considered for obvious reasons) is incompatible with prisons, for example, in Latin
America, South America and many Asian states. Therefore, the States of Europe are trying to build additional
“floors” in the “building” of their anti-torture policies that have an instable political foundation.

How can we predict the evolution of the anti-torture policy of contemporary deviant States from a long-
standing perspective?

There will be no clear answers, at least not right now. The problem is too complex and complicated. The
complexity of the problem is concerned with the re-emergence of the policy of torture, which takes open
forms. Let us recall the cases of “enhanced interrogation methods” in the USA after September 11, or maybe
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the extreme case — intentional and sanctioned “from above” torture of the suspects in the Crocus City Mall
case in Russia.

Moreover, the Russian military aggression against Ukraine put on the agenda an issue of torture as an
officially approved public policy. The UN Special Rapporteur stated that all acts of torture by Russian military
staff were not merely isolated or ad hoc incidents. The methods, purposes and targets were consistent and the
mirroring of the same practices across different regions further reflects the State war policy. The torture is
neither random nor aberrant behaviour. Torture and other ill-treatment or punishment were carried out in an
organised and systematic manner, within the framework of a higher order policy requiring coordination,
planning and organisation, as well as the direct authorization, deliberate policy, or official tolerance from
superior State authorities (Visit to Ukraine — Report of the Special Rapporteur on torture and other cruel,
inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment, A/lHRC/55/52/Add.1).

Here, we should apply the Foucault's concept concerning the real preconditions of abolition of torture as
a tool of criminal investigation and form of punishment. Officially approved public policies and practices of
torture disappeared in Europe not because of the humanistic views of reformers but because of mainly
economic reasons. In the same way, the restoration of torture in the XXI century as legally approved practices
and — what is more important — as a public policy — cannot be explained just by humanism or its absence. In
the light of the mentioned above, we can conclude that contemporary states should be described in the system
of coordinates of the mixture of the following open and hidden policies: 1) a policy of stigmatising of every
violent act as “torture” or “ill-treatment”; 2) a policy of maximal spreading of anti-torture restrictions; 3) a
policy of permanent hidden (sometimes — open) use of torture; 4) a policy of supporting of spreading of
torture (for example, existence of prison violence and especially prison gangs in contemporary prisons).

Coming back to the issue of the “anti-torture criminal code”, we must point out the problem which is a
blurring of borders between “torture” and “other forms of ill-treatment”. Also, it is a process of a permanent
increase in actions that are considered as “ill-treatment”. Consequently, the process of increasing of an
flexible list of “the State’s torture crimes” shapes a structural problem in the following system of coordinates:
1) the obligations according to the ECHR and the ECtHR case law; 2) increasing scope of the CPT standards;
3) limited resources of States for the places of detention.

A long way to establishing a set of standards of the CPT and the ECtHR has led to additional obligations
put on the States, where such obligations have risen the level of protection of persons provided and —
consequently —demanded by the CPT and the ECtHR. On the other hand, the real situation in many European
prisons is far from the requirements shaped in the international legal instruments and standards. As a result,
the European states have already transformed or are in risk of being transformed into deviant actors which
have a permanent stigma of violators of the legal instruments and standards of in the prevention of ill-
treatment.

One of the aspects of the practical reflection of the problem that analysed in this paper is a conceptual
contradiction between Article 3 and Article 6 of the ECHR. A danger exists that the presumption of
innocence, under several circumstances, is in danger of being transformed into the hidden tool of the release
of the State from its responsibility for torture committed both by its agents or private individuals in places of
detention.

Here, we would like to highlight the case from the ECtHR case law, which, in our opinion, can be an
example of the issue discussed in this paper. The case that describes the problem, which reflects one side of
the State’s deviancy in the context of its anti-torture policy, is the case of Kardisauskas v. Lithuania
(application Ne 62304/12, judgment 07 July 2015).

On 25 May 2003 the applicant was found beaten up and unconscious in the prison after being attacked
by other prisoners. A pre-trial investigation into the incident was opened the same day. The authorities
guestioned 28 witnesses, including prisoners, operational investigation measures were ordered, medical
examinations were carried out and photographs of possible suspects were shown to the applicant and
witnesses. In July 2003, the authorities granted the applicant victim status. Photos of potential suspects were
shown to the applicant and the witnesses (Para 70). However, no relevant information had been obtained. The
pre-trial investigation has lasted for nearly 12 years, but the perpetrators are yet to be identified.

The ECtHR reiterates that an official investigation procedure must satisfy certain minimum standards as
to its effectiveness (Para 64). At the same time, the Court has also held that an obligation to investigate is not
an obligation of result, but of means: not every investigation should necessarily be successful or come to a
conclusion which coincides with the claimant’s account of events. However, it should in principle be capable
of leading to the establishment of the facts of the case and, if the allegations are true, to the identification and
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punishment of those responsible (Para 65).

The ECtHR also reiterated its constant position that the obligation on the State to conduct an effective
investigation is one of means, not of result (Para 79). Having regard to the facts of this case and in the absence
of tangible omissions for the investigators, the ECtHR did not find that the Lithuanian authorities were
unwilling to bring to justice the person or persons who injured the applicant whenever the available evidence
so warranted. The ECtHR held that there had been no violation of the procedural aspect of Article 3 of the
ECHR (Para 76).

Additionally, it could be stressed that the number of criminal cases (proceedings) on torture and ill-
treatment in different jurisdictions could also be used as an indicator of the deviantisation of the State in the
context of its anti-torture policy. As usual, the number of opened criminal proceedings is minimal, and the
number of indictments is much smaller.

Another aspect of the problem of the State’s deviancy is the problem of mass incarceration.

In the light of a society of security and control, the State has taken steps away from classic criminal
justice towards a preventive one, where the latter is based on the “pericolosita” concept. The criminal law of
freedom has been replaced by the criminal law of security. Transforming free citizens into potential criminals,
or at least “dangerous persons”, is also the result of the policy that led to mass incarceration, even when the
number of prisoners was reduced insignificantly.

Here, we can argue about a circle of incarceration and, in fact, planned victimisation of citizens in the
context of the art-torture policy. More demands for “security” mean more prisoners and other individuals
under punitive and semi-punitive control of the State. More prisoners mean less prison beds and less resources
per a prisoner. More prisoners mean more corruption in prisons, more prison subculture, informal prison
hierarchies and violence. More prisoners mean more ill-treatment in closed establishments. In fact, more
prisoners mean planned victimisation of the State in the context of its anti-torture policy. In other words,
deviantisation of individuals leads to the deviantisation of the State in the context of its art-torture policy.

Finally, we can argue about auto-deviantisation of the State in the context of the declared anti-torture
policy.

Auto-deviantisation of the State is closely linked to mass incarceration. Further incarceration of the
society leads to a complex dualistic process where the State has a status both as a victim and a perpetrator.
There is a closed circle which should be broken, and solving of the problem should start from the basics —
from the criminal and sentencing policies of the State. As we have mentioned before, we argue that the
spreading of torture and other forms of ill-treatment is closely linked to the attempts of the state to increase
the level of “security” in the society.

It should be stated that the CPT and other international actors stress on the seed of further reduce in
prison populations, even considering relatively low incarceration rates on the national level. The policy of
permanent and regular reminding to the national governments about the need of increase the number of prison
staff, the number of prison beds and decrease in the number of inmates aims not only in the CPT standards
but has far-reaching consequences helpful both for citizens and the State.

Making some concluding remarks, we would like to point out the following statements and thoughts:

1. We have grounds to identify the problem of absolutisation of the scope of the prohibition of torture,
while the contemporary States failed to deal with even lesser “volumes” of torture and other forms of ill-
treatment in closed establishments, and even in a free society.

2. In parallel, attempts by the State to shape a ‘safer and securer society’ stimulate a bigger incarceration,
which, in turn, leads to not obeying the standards of ill-treatment prevention by States, even on the minimal
level.

3. On one hand, the State receives wider obligations to prevent and investigate acts of torture and other
forms of ill-treatment. On the other one, the state has limited resources. At least, the States tend to declare
they have limited resources. Having this economic imperative, the State has two choices — to decrease the
prison population and corresponding expenditures, or to find additional resources for places of detention.
Very often, the State rejects both opportunities, tending to incarcerate more citizens, even being severely
criticised by international actors. As a result, the State turns on the mechanism of auto-deviantisation,
obtaining the status of a persistent violator of both the national and international anti-torture policies.

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Dubel M. Indicative planning of South Korea as an example of effective post-war reconstruction

The article is devoted to the examination of the peculiarities of the implementation of indicative
planning by South Korea in order to determine the key aspects of the effective construction of the national
economy by the state. The study presents the result of the implementation of the seventh Five-Year Plan of
economic development, taking into account the aspect that, starting from the Fifth period, the plans also
began to have the word social in the title, because the vector also became more socially oriented. The
change in the main tasks of the Five-Year Plans is analyzed. If the first Five-Year Plans were characterized
by the beginning of industrialization and overcoming poverty, then thanks to the success of indicative
planning, the implementation of instructional reforms became possible already in the Fifth Plan. Based on
the achieved results of indicative planning, it became possible to change the implementation mechanism in
a more democratic way. Five-year economic development plans clearly demonstrate the characteristics of
how effectively the government has implemented policies by constantly adapting to changes in the external
and internal environment, coordinating the allocation of resources, and promoting the participation of all
stakeholders with strong political leadership. Strong leadership commitment was one of the most important
non-economic factors contributing to the success of the Five-Year Economic Development Plans. Strong
political leadership, backed by well-functioning institutions and an efficient bureaucracy, helped achieve
state-led development through clear implementation of plans. It is suggested that our state will have
experience in the development of advisory bodies that could combine public managers from the state and
representatives of the private sector, who would be ready to prioritize not obtaining excess profit, but help
in building an efficient economy. It is important to understand that the implementation of a full copy of
South Korea's indicative planning experience in the case of Ukraine's use is impossible, however, some
aspects of state regulation of the economy would be effective in the conditions of post-war reconstruction.

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Steblyna N. A War, a Conflict or an Invasion? Journalistic Definitions of a Full-Scale Russian
Invasion in the British Newspaper the Guardian

On the the example of one of the leading newspapers in Great Britain - The Guardian - this study finds
out what the nespapers’ policy has for defining a full-scale Russian invasion, and also offers an algorithm
for identifying approaches to the representation of the war in the international mass media. In order to
analyze the definitions used by The Guardian, an archive of 7,734 publications related to the Russian-
Ukrainian war was collected from the official website of the newspaper with the help of a program written
in Python. Period: February 24, 2022 - November 30, 2023. The definitions taken into account were:

"crisis", "operation™, "conflict", "aggression", "invasion”, "war", "genocide", "occupation”,
"denazification", "demilitarization". Both in scientific and media discourse, we encounter numerous
definitions of a full-scale Russian invasion: war, conflict, crisis. They are used in parallel, so there is no
final understanding of what happened yet. An analysis of the definitions provided by The Guardian allows
us to claim that although journalists generally describe a full-scale invasion as a "war", they rarely
mention that it is a "full-scale war". This ignores the important context and background of the events. Also,
the largest publication is focused on describing the Russian invasion as an event affecting mostly Ukraine.
Russia is also mentioned, but less often. It is also important that other European countries directly affected
by these events are not found alongside the keywords. Only in one case (the word "crisis™) do we see
Europe. Such a picture may indicate an urgent need to broadcast the Ukrainian point of view on events in
the international media, Ukrainian sources - not only official, but also experts who could transform the
vision of the situation both in Great Britain and in the partner countries of our state.

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FRAMING THE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR IN POLISH MEDIA: SHAPING PUBLIC
OPINION

Today's media serve not only as communication channels but also as platforms for reflecting and
shaping public opinion. Amidst the Russian-Ukrainian war, examining the vectorization of public opinion
helps to grasp the overall perception of events and the level of support for Ukraine. Employing statistical
analysis methods (using Python), anchored in framing theories (E. Hoffman) and agenda-setting (M.
McCombs, D. Shaw), the author delves into the nuances of how perceptions of the Russian-Ukrainian war
are shaped. This involves analyzing various approaches to interpreting events and conceptualizing reality
based on political agendas and historical biases. Notably, emphasis is placed on the construction of a
semantic field around key terms ("war," "death," "victory," "fear," etc.), which reveals the emotional tone
of messages and the development of an algorithm guiding the audience's interpretation of reported events.
Focus is given to the utilization of meta-tags as a strategy for responding to audience queries and search
engine algorithms (specifically, Google), which essentially reflect the keywords used by the audience in
their search queries. The term "war" entered meta-tags post-2015, but textually emerged in 2021. Analysis
of statistical data provided by the State Statistical Service of Poland, coupled with an examination of the
media and political literacy levels of the Polish populace (via surveys and subsequent data analysis), helps
uncover the correlation between audience media literacy levels and the popularity of specific thematic
areas within the "War in Ukraine" category. Notably, there's a surge in the popularity of the Polish Anti-
War Movement group on Facebook, underscoring unresolved historical conflicts between Ukraine and
Poland, such as the Volyn tragedy.

Knmouosi cnosa: war, media, public opinion, statistical analysis, influence

Ukraine is currently embroiled in a war that extends far beyond its physical borders. This conflict has drawn
the attention of the global community, as warfare has evolved to encompass the realm of consciousness. The
media, traditionally a conduit of information, has become a weapon wielded with the same potency as military
force, shaping public perception and legitimizing occupation policies.

In their book "Metaphors We Live By," authors Lakoff and Johnson assert that our conceptual framework is
inherently metaphorical, influencing how we perceive and interact with the world. The media, both domestic and
international, play a crucial role in framing events in Ukraine, not only informing their audiences but also molding
their attitudes and opinions. Through the use of imagery and conceptual metaphors, the media construct narratives
that influence public discourse and shape the collective understanding of reality. In the digital age, these narratives
are reinforced through meta-tags and keywords, guiding online search algorithms and determining the news
agenda.

Given Poland's geographical proximity to Ukraine and its strategic significance, particularly in light of
Russia's imperial ambitions, understanding the media's role in shaping public sentiment is paramount. This is
especially pertinent in the context of Poland's upcoming parliamentary and presidential elections, which serve as
indicators of the country's future trajectory. The Polish media's portrayal of the Ukrainian conflict not only reflects
the "friend-enemy" dichotomy but also serves as a strategic tool for political actors seeking to maobilize the
electorate. Through the metaphorical language of war, concepts like the "economic battlefield", "cultural
battlefield", and "humanitarian battlefield " are employed to frame societal issues and rally public support.

The aim of the research is to examine the particularities of war framing in the Polish media, using
"Gazeta Wyborcza" as a case study, within the context of influencing public opinion. To achieve this goal,
the following objectives have been outlined: identify the primary frames by analyzing the semantic fields
associated with the core lexeme "guilt”; explore the subframes within the metaphorical model of “War,"
which manifests through the development of branches stemming from the semantic field of "war".

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The study is grounded on an analysis of materials extracted from Gazeta Wyborcza publications and the
Polish segment of Facebook spanning from 2014 to December 2023. The commencement of this timeframe
is set by the onset of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict, encompassing events such as the annexation of Crimea,
the occupation of parts of Donetsk and Luhansk regions, and the self-declaration of the so-called “DNR” and
“LNR” republics. Utilizing Python software, publications containing the keywords "war" and "Ukraine™ in
their meta-tags were identified.

Subsequently, the study delved into the contextual usage and emotional connotations associated with
these concepts. Furthermore, the research established semantic relationships among lexemes and examined
the emotional contexts in which they were employed.

Ukrainian conflict commenced in 2014 following the departure of then-President Viktor Yanukovych to
Russia. The Ukrainian Institute of National Remembrance dates the war's onset as follows: "Ten years ago,
in February 2014, the Russian Federation initiated hostilities against Ukraine. The adversary seized control
of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, Sevastopol, and certain areas of Donetsk and Luhansk regions. Until
February 24, 2022, the primary events of the Russian-Ukrainian war, with varying intensities of hostilities,
primarily occurred in the eastern part of our country. However, resistance against Russian hybrid aggression
and influence transpired not only on the front lines but across the entirety of Ukraine's territory™ [4].

The response of the global community to events in Ukraine serves as a significant barometer for
discerning international political trends and gauging the probable level of support for Ukraine. In presenting
news, media outlets structure key issues, emphasize salient points, tailor news for social media dissemination,
elucidate (or shape) context, and algorithmically streamline decision-making processes, collectively creating
a particular perspective through which audiences perceive the events unfolding in their surroundings.

Given that journalism primarily serves as a verbal and symbolic reflection of the world, frame theory
emerges as a crucial tool in the study of social communications. Describing frames, Hoffman characterizes
them as "sequences of actions delineating the creative or functional aspects of a subject” [1, p. 42]. Thus, a
frame encapsulates certain knowledge representing stereotypical situations. Given that frames are not
explicitly identified within texts (utterances), they typically go unnoticed by audiences (interlocutors).

In general, when analyzing framing as a series of actions, researchers typically begin with the functional
aspects of frames, which include: organizing the surrounding world, identifying actions, interpretation, and
fabrication [6, p. 130]. Essentially, frames are cognitive mechanisms that regulate perception and thinking
processes by utilizing stored data structures in memory. These structures enable individuals to comprehend
visual images (visual frames), understand words (semantic frames), reason, perform actions (scenario
frames), and make statements [3, p. 83]. Researchers analyzing frames often identify subframes, which
consist of specific slots (corresponding thematic groups) filled with linguistic elements that execute them [3,
p. 83]. These elements facilitate decision-making processes, ensuring the continuity of conflict and threat
analysis. Daniel Kahneman's book "Thinking, Fast and Slow" (2017) underscores the importance of two types
of decision-making: fast and slow [Pochapska]. Framing initially influences slow decision-making and
subsequently automates fast decision-making, potentially resulting in both a sense of security and panicked
decision-making leading to adverse outcomes.

During the analyzed period, a total of 13,787 articles with the meta-tags "war" and "Ukraine" were
published in "Gazeta Wyborcza". The distribution of publications by year is as follows: 2015 — 1 publication;
2016 — 5 publications; 2017 — 5 publications; 2018 — 17 publications; 2019 — 7 publications; 2020 — 3
publications; 2021 — 10 publications; 2022 — 2814 publications; 2023 — 10,925 publications (see Diagram 1).

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It is noteworthy that a manual review of publications from 2014 to 2021 reveals a significant number of
articles dedicated to events in Ukraine, Russia's armed aggression, the annexation of Crimea, and the
occupation of territories. However, the terms "war" and "Ukraine" were not included as meta-tags during this
period. This suggests that the events in Ukraine were not initially classified as a war but rather perceived as
a conflict between two neighboring states over disputed territories, a narrative reinforced by the content of
the analyzed publications.

This perception was often aligned with the main narrative of Russian propaganda, which portrayed the
situation as a language conflict in border territories. However, starting from 2015, there was a growing
awareness in the media of the need to support Ukraine as a party defending itself against Russian aggression.
Additionally, in 2015, a publication was tagged with "war," effectively legitimizing the concept of war in
relation to the anti-terrorist operation officially declared by Ukraine: «Kiedy $mier¢ patrzy w oczy, a ty nie
odwracasz wzroku. Portrety ukrainskich zolnierzy» (06.07.2015) [9].

Publications from 2016 to 2021 exhibited uncertainty regarding the classification of Russia's aggression
as a war. There was also analysis of events in neighboring countries, particularly Belarus, and its potential
involvement. Given Belarus's direct border with Poland, there were concerns about the security of Polish
citizens: «bukashenka chce wystaé¢ biatoruske wojsko do Donbasuy» (15.11.2017) [9].

By 2017, publications began to use the term "war" instead of the accepted name "Operation of the United
Forces (OOS)": «Uciekli fo Gdanska przed wojng. Straz graniczna nakazata im powrot na Ukraing»
(04.12.2017) [9]; «Ukraina wchodzi w 2018 rok z trwajaca wcigz wojng. Niedawna wymiana jencow nie
przybliza zakoncznia konfliktu w Donbasie» (29.12.2017) [9].

From 2018 onward, publications started to refer to the conflict as a "war," and they also conveyed the
perspectives of prominent figures from Poland and other countries regarding the events in Ukraine to the
Polish reader: «,,Szron”. Vanessa Paradis: Wojna na Ukrainie to element naszego $wiata [Rozmowa]»
(17.02.2018) [9]; «To Rosjanie zastrzelili malezyjski Samolot. Ale beda temu zaprzeczaé — to rosyjska
tradycja. Komentarz Wactawa Radziwiniwicza» (24.05.2018) [9]; «Wojna Putina przeksztatca Ukraing»
(25.09.2018) [9].

Alongside the clear categorization of the events in Ukraine as a war, the Polish media allocate media
space to representatives of Russia: «Rosyjski dziennikarz: Ukraina znowy widzi w Rosji Imperium. I nie
potrzebuje naszej liberalnej arogancji» (05.01.2018) [9].

By 2018, opinions emerged suggesting that Russia, through its actions in Ukraine, was posing a threat
to Western European countries: «Po rosyjskiej napasci na okrety Ukraifiskie. Jak Zachod moze obroni¢
Ukraing przed Rosja» (26.11.2018) [9]; «Ostatni atak Rosji na Ukraincéw to ostrzezenie dla Zachodu»
(27.11.2018) [9].

In 2019 and 2020, publications both underscored the peril Russia's actions posed to Western European
countries and periodically revisited the border conflict related to the VVolyn tragedy. This serves to sustain
and reinforce the conflict's narrative. Moreover, the emotional presentation of information in this context
suggests its intended impact on the audience: «Gdy ludzi slusza, ze zaprosita do siebie rodzing z Ukrainy,
mowig, zeby pamigtata o Wolyniux» (11.08.2018) [9]; «Wotyn. Nie ma juz u nas Po;akéw» (08.10.2018) [9];
«Jurij Szuchewycz: Wolyn ludobdjstwem? Ile wam Kreml zaptacity (27.08.2016) [9].

These emotions are further amplified and reinforced through social networks. For instance, the group
"Polski Ruch Antywojennyj" disseminates content on platforms like Facebook and YouTube, often featuring
slogans like "Na banderowskij ryj zawsza musi by¢ kyj". Such slogans are easily memorable and, in the
context of sensational reporting akin to that of Russian propagandist Volodymyr Solovyov, they garner
attention and prompt users to share this information with heightened emotionality.

Considering the findings of research on the media literacy of the Polish population in 2018 and 2019,
which indicated that 60% of Poles are familiar with the concept of "fake news" and 80% have encountered
such news personally, yet do not take action to verify or refute it, the spread of fake information is highly
probable. 1t may be perceived as normal background information that the brain processes and accepts without
scrutiny.

Since 2022, the "war" meta-tag has been consistently added to all publications related to Ukraine,
increasing their visibility in users' search engines. The growing number of publications indicates ongoing
interest in the topic and the unfolding events that periodically capture public attention (refer to Diagram 2).

In fact, the peaks in the number of publications coincide with periods of significant events or critical
junctures in the Russian-Ukrainian war. Moreover, these waves of information can generate noise, either to
highlight or conceal an event.

According to framing theory (E. Hoffman, 1974), the media offer a platform to construct algorithms that
shape the audience's perception of reality based on existing beliefs or biases. Framing primarily occurs
through conceptualizing concepts and creating specific semantic fields, thereby establishing a framework for
perceiving and understanding the depicted reality.

Through software analysis, it was determined that the most frequently used words include "war," "army,"
"refugees,” and "victory." Consequently, these words become fundamental in the audience's understanding
of the concept of "war" in Gazeta Wyborcza. They are organized into frames, within which subframes and
slots are developed.

Analyzing the textual content of Gazeta Wyborcza enabled the construction of a framework through
which the Polish audience perceives the course of the war in Ukraine and is programmed to react to these
events. The following subframes and slots emerged within the conceptual framework of "war":

 Participants in the war: the Armed Forces, refugees, Zelensky, Zaluzhny, Putin, the Russian military,
propagandists.

» Arenas of war: physical war (demarcation lines, captured territories, etc.), psychological warfare,
external aid. Within this subframe, slots akin to "fronts" (volunteer, cultural, educational, diplomatic, etc.)
were formed, offering opportunities for individual resistance, alleviation of guilt, affirmation of significance,
etc.

« Casualties: Ukrainian soldiers' deaths, statistics of deceased Russian soldiers, civilian casualties,
destruction of cultural heritage, commemorations.

» Refugees: Internally displaced persons, refugees, loss, and danger.

* Victories: ZSU, Zaluzhny, dog Patron, Arestovich, NATO, Zelensky, Ghost of Kyiv, weapons,
collapse of Russia.

Analysis of the emotional context of information presentation provides insight into the overall pattern of
perception programming. J. Lakoff in the book "Don't Think of an Elephant! Know Your Values and Frame
the Debate™ indicates that frames are activated in the brain as soon as any stimulus appears, which can be
essentially any word. "As the title of this book demonstrates, if | tell you, 'Don't think about the elephant!" -
you will think of an elephant... Denying the frame does not just activate it: with each activation it becomes
stronger" [11].

An example of emotional framing is the conceptualization of the semantic field “refugees”, which
encompasses various concepts ranging from neutral (“persons under temporary protection”) to strongly
negative ("persons maintained by Poles at their own expense™) or strongly positive (“thanks to Ukrainian
refugees, Poland's GDP increased in 2023").

If Gazeta Wyborcza emphasizes such emotional framing through a specific set of arguments and facts,
social networks amplify the emotional and evaluative tone of these materials, ensuring clickability and
increasing the number of views, thus expanding the audience with formed cognitive biases within a specific
frame.
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Considering the hierarchical structure of frames and analyzing the structure of emotional frames found
in Gazeta Wyborcza publications, we can discuss their two-level structure. The fixed components are the
subject and the object, while the tone and emotion are variable, forming the overall perception of the proposed
concept.

For instance, let's consider the subject "refugees” as a base. The predicate will entail certain actions of
the subject, and only then will the context and lexemes describing the specified actions gain significance:
"Gdy ludzi stusza, ze zaprozita do siebie rodzine z Ukrainy, vozy¢, ebe pamytata o Wotyniu" (11.08.2018)
[9]. In this case, the subject "refugees™ is presented through the phrase "family from Ukraine™, which is
emotionally neutral. However, the predicate gains strength due to an unresolved historical border situation -
the Volyn tragedy, referred to as the "Volyn conflict" in Polish historical discourse. Hence, the negative
historical context forms the foundation of the frame. Although the tone is neutral, contextual negativism
shapes a semantic correlation, expanding the semantic field to include "Ukrainians can be enemies”, as the
phrase "Volyn difference" is ingrained in collective memory.

Given that such information is emotionally amplified on social networks, the results of a study conducted
by "Personnel Service" are quite natural in this context, where it is stated that the attitude of Poles towards
Ukrainians, albeit insignificantly, has worsened: "the study shows that 26% of respondents changed their
attitude towards Ukrainians for the worse. Most of them are individuals aged 24-25 (33% of respondents),
followed by those aged 18-24 and 25-44 (30% of respondents).

Therefore, analyzing the specificity of framing in the Russian-Ukrainian war in Polish media, using
publications in the "Gazeta Wyborcza" as an example, leads to the conclusion that framing enables the
manipulation of public opinion by providing certain cause-and-effect algorithms of movement.

Further analysis will facilitate the study of audience reactions to specific media influences, comparing
them with technologies used during the Second World War, and developing effective mechanisms for
enhancing media literacy and information hygiene among the population to guard against information attacks.

The article deals with the study of the role and influence of the military-political Internet memes using
the case of the coverage of the so-called “litakopad” (i.e. “warplane fall”) in the regional and all-
Ukrainian media in December 2023 — February 2024. By analyzing the memes that appear in the media
space, it was considered how the media at different levels cover the same memes and how they convey their
meaning to the public. Special attention was paid to the comparative analysis of the use of military-political
memes on the “warplane fall” in the regional and all-Ukrainian media. Media at different levels were
found to cover these memes in similar ways, although the specific examples of memes they chose did not
match. Some Internet jokes were modifications of previously created ones on a different topic. The
hypothesis that memes on the same topic are covered differently in regional and all-Ukrainian media was
rather not confirmed. Both resources do not use political advertising of specific politicians. Both in the all-
Ukrainian and in the regional media in question, "airplane fall" memes are used to draw attention to the
event. Online media have created their collections of such Internet jokes. They do not contain subtext, are
quite clear, sarcastic, and mocking the Russian occupiers. However, the media does not describe the
memes themselves and their meaning. This allows each person to perceive a joke independently at the level
of their political awareness. Ukrainian Internet memes about the downing of Russian aircraft show a wide
range of reactions and views in society, as well as the importance of humor and critical thinking in
communication about war. Memes are turning into an increasingly influential means of expressing public
opinion, and the media are becoming platforms that create their own collections, find relevant memes for
current events, and distribute them impartially in the media.

The scientific article found that advertising is an important marketing communication for the
promotion and sale of services and goods of various kinds. It can be broadcast through different areas of
the information space. The most common forms of advertising are: newspapers, magazines, television, the
Internet and outdoor advertising. The main goal of advertising is to inform and persuade consumers to
purchase a relevant product or service. Therefore, in order to attract maximum attention to advertising,
campaigns resort to the use of sexist techniques and gender stereotypes in relation to women of various
ages. Today's society lives in a large-scale information space. At the same time, a person processes a large
amount of different data, while some of the received information affects him at a subconscious level. One of
the powerful tools of the information environment is advertising. Advertisements not only create positive
images in certain spheres of activity, but also represent distortions of concepts and actions that negatively
affect the outlook of society. One of the unresolved problems of the world community is the manifestation of
discrimination and sexism in various social institutions. Examples of different categories of Ukrainian
advertising are considered in order to highlight the presence of stereotypical images and sexist elements
regarding women. The presented female images in the analyzed examples often have nothing to do with the
advertised products. Sexism in advertising can take many forms, including: gender discrimination, gender
stereotypes, sexualization of women. Advertising shapes gender norms and attitudes that influence how men
and women are understood and valued in society. It should also be added that modern society has already
begun to create advertisements that promote anti-sexism and non-discrimination against women.
Advertising can both undermine and promote gender equality
